The Abstract 1s divided nto 10
chag*ers on the following topics population,
education and illiteracy, health, national
accounts, energy, water resources, transport,
foreign trade, financial statistics and prices,

and mmformation and communicabions
technology

The data contamed 1n the Abstract
were mamly compiled from national

statistical sources 1 the ESCWA region,
either through responses to ESCWA
questionnarres or from statistical abstracts
and bulletins 1ssued by authorities in member
countries The Abstract also relies on data
issued by mternational organizations, with
the highest prionity given to United Nations
sources

The Abstract deals with social and
economic developments in ESCWA member
countries at the macro-level, by presenting
data 1n tables and providing relevant regional
indicators, which wherever possible, have
been calculated and presented in graphs or
charts, and compared with global indicators

Estimates that have been calculated
by ESCWA 1 cases where data were
unavailable are indicated by the symbol (*)
This 15 to distingwish such figures from the
estimates of other official and international
sources, which are explained 1n footnotes to
the tables

In cases where the 1tem or activity 1s
not applicable, data cells are left empty to
distinguish them from unavailable data,
which are indicated by the symbol { )
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Chapter I Population

This chapter focuses on the population
of ESCWA member countries, covering size
and distribution by age, gender and economic
activity This chapter also contains selected
charts that illustrate some of the indicators
covered Data were provaded by the national
statisical offices of ESCWA member
countries

Estimates of population and sex ratio,
birth and death rates, and growth and fertility
rates for the world, Arab countries and
ESCWA member countries for 2004 and
2010 are presented in table 11 The table
shows that the population of the ESCWA
region was estimated to be approximately
186 million 1n 2004 and 1s expected to grow
to nearly 215 million in 2010 with the current
annual growth rate of 26 per cent The
explanatory notes of this publication contain
geographic  details regarding Arab and
ESCWA member countries

Estimates of population in ESCWA
members by broad age group, for both sexes
for 2004 and 2010 are detailed in table I 2,
which shows that the population 1n the
ESCWA region 1s fairly young, with 37 per
cent under 15 years old Youth, those aged
15 to 24, constitute 20 per cent of the entire
population, while people aged 60 and over
make up 5 per cent of the total population of
the ESCWA region

Table 13 highlights estimates of birth
and death rates, and also growth and fertility
rates 1n ESCWA members for the periods
2000-2005 and 2005-2010 Data for tables I-
1-3 were obtained from the United Nations
Population Division

Table 14 examines the population by
age group in ESCWA, using information
from the latest national population censuses
Data refer to the de facto population It must
be noted that there 1s no data for Lebanon,
based on the fact that population censuses
have not been carried out there since 1932

The urban and total population 1n
ESCWA members, by census years, using
information  from national population
censuses 1s presented 1n table I 5 Urban area
1s determined according to the respective
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national census defimtion It must be noted
that there 15 no data for Lebanon, based on
the fact that population censuses have not
been carried out there since 1932

countries for the period 1998-2002, including
births and deaths, infant deaths, marnages and
divorces are highlighted in table [6 Data
were obtained from civil registration sysiems,
and were provided by national statistical
offices Rates have been calculated using
estimates of national mid-year population

Table [-7 ighlhights economic activity
rates by age group, age composition of the
active population and the percentage of active
women according to the latest available data
It indicates that while progress has been made
in terms of the economic activity of women,
the participation of women, as a percentage of
the total labour force in ESCWA member
countries, has remained low compared with
men, ranging from 10 6 per cent in Iraq n

This chapter focuses on the health
situation in ESCWA members, covering hfe
expectancy, child and infant deaths, and the
number of professionals and health
institutions in the public and private sectors
It also contains selected charts that 1llustrate
the number of physicians per 100,000
population in ESCWA members for 2001
and the number of hospital beds per 100,000
population in ESCWA members for 2002
National statistical offices provided the data
in this chapter

Estimates of hfe expectancy at birth,
and child and infant mortality rates in
ESCWA members for the periods 2000-2005
and 2005-2010 are presented in table III-1
Estimates were obtained from the United
Nations Population Division

The number of physicians, dentists,
pharmacists and nurses in ESCWA members
for the period 1999-2003 are highlighted in
table III-2 The rates of physicians and
dentists per 100,000 population were
calculated according to national mud-year
population estimates

The number of hospitals, hospital beds
and other health centres, for example, child
welfare centres in ESCWA members are
detailed 1n table I1I-3 The rates of hospital
beds per 100,000 population were calculated
according to national mid-year population
estimates

It can be noted that hfe expectancy at
birth for women and men was 72 7 years and
69 3 years respectively for the period 2000-
2005 In addition, while statistics indicate
that infant and child mortality rates were
highest in Iraq during the same period, they
are expected to decrease by 2010 (see table
II-1)

With regard to health services,
Lebanon had one of the highest rates of
physicians and dentists per 100,000
population in the ESCWA region for the
period 1999-2003 Yemen, however, was at
the lower end of the scale, with only 21
physicians and 1 dentist per 100,000
populatton for the period 1999-2001 (see
table III-2)

In addition, the growth rate of real GDP per
capita in the ESCWA region recorded a substantial
increase 1n 2003 compared with 2002 for most
countries i the region This ndicator, however,
shows a deceleration 1n average per capita income
growth 1 some countries that can be mainly
attributed to their high population growth rates,
which absorbed a good percentage of their positive
rates of real GDP growth

This chapter includes tables and charts
that highlight 1n a general manner the status of
energy forms m ESCWA member countries
between 1999 and 2003, and which focus on the
following areas crude o1l and natural gas
reserves, production, trade, refining capacity and
output, domestic consumption and trade of
petroleum products, electric power generation,
peak load, installed capacity of power stations,
electricity generated by different types of
turbines, and the trends of total and per capita
electricity consumption

Data were collected from specialized
sources, including the Organization of Petroleum
Exporting Countries (OPEC) and the
Orgamization of Arab Petroleum Exporting
Countries (OAPEC), and also from Hhghly
reputable international sources, namely, the O1l
and Gas Journal and the BP Statistical Review
of World Energy, in addition to statisitcal
abstracts and bulletins 1ssued by authonties in
member countries Other sources of data
included specialized studies published by
ESCWA and international organizations, with
priority given to United Nations sources

Table V-I illustrates o1l and natural gas
reserves in the ESCWA region, and hmghlights
the important role of the region in terms of
global energy provision, with the ESCWA
region accounting for some 53 per cent of the
world total of o1l m 2003 and approximately 26
per cent of the world total of natural gas

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Chapter VI Water resources

This chapter deals with available
water resources and sectoral consumption 1n
the ESCWA region, and also highlights
selected related indicators

Data was largely based on responses
to ESCWA produced questionnaires by
central statistical offices in the region, and by
focal points of ESCWA’s committee on
water resources and also on statistical
abstracts and bulletins 1ssued by authorities
in member countries Additional sources of
data ncluded specialized studies published
by ESCWA and nternational organizations,
with priority given to United Nations sources

Table VI-1 presents water resources
in the the ESCWA region, including surface
and groundwater resources and non-
conventional resources It reveals that
groundwater resources represented 9 per cent
of total renewable water resources n the
ESCWA region duning the period 2000-2003
This table also shows that groundwater
resources exceeded 75 per cent in Bahrain,
Kuwait, Palestine and Qatar, they vaned
between 25 and 75 per cent for Jordan,
Oman, Saudi Arabia, United Arab Emirates
and Yemen, and were less than 25 per cent,
on average, in Egypt, Irag, Lebanon and
Synian Arab Republic

Non-conventional water resources 1n
the region are illustrated 1n table VI-2 Such
resources in the ESCWA region amounted to
approximately 19 milhion cubic metres (m®)
during the period 2000-2003 It can also be
noted that the ratio of non-conventional to
total freshwater was on average above 60 per
cent for Kuwait, Qatar and the United Arab
Emuirates

Water withdrawal 1 the ESCWA
region 1s highlighted 1n table VI-3, which
shows that the total amount of water

consumed 1n the ESCWA region in 2000 was
some 179,000 million m’ The agricultural
sector accounted for 84 per cent of total
water use in the same year, this was followed
by domestic water use, which accounted for
some 8 per cent and industnial water use,
which was also some 8 per cent

Table VIII-1 highlights the trade of ESCWA
member countries as a share of total world
trade, and of the trade of developed and
developing economues, as a percentage, for
1990, 1995, 2000 and the period 2002-2003 It
can be noted that the share of exports from
ESCWA member countries as a percentage of
total exports of developed economies rose
shightly from 5 per cent in 2002, to 51 per
cent m 2003, and that the share of ESCWA in
the exports of total developing countries
exports was 9 3 per cent in 2003

The chart that accompanies table VIII-
I shows that the exports and 1mports of
ESCWA member countries represented 3 per
cent and 2 per cent respectively of total world
trade during 2003

The total value of 1mports, exports and
balance of trade for the period 1994-2003 18

the total value of exports from ESCWA

This chapter provides, by means of tables,
statistics on government finance 1n ESCWA member
countries 1n national currencies, namely, government
revenues and expenditures Selected monetary and
banking statistics, for example, money supply and
banking credit are also included In addition this
chapter presents the most important items in the
balance of payments for member countries and also
consumer price indices for those countries The
snformation n this chapter was primanly compiled
from various national sources and from data
published by United Nations agenctes

Total government revenues for ESCWA
member countries 1 national currencies, ncluding
grants, for the period 1999-2003, are tllustrated n
table TX-1 Figures for 2003 indicate an ncrease n
total revenues for all countries 1n comparison to
2002 with the exception of Jordan and Qatar

Government expenditures for the penod
1999-2003 are examned in table IX-2 The data
shows an increase 1 total government expenditures
mn 2003 compared to 2002, for most ESCWA
member countries, with the exception of Qatar

Table IX-3 provides data on money supply
for the period 1999-2003 It illustrates the narrow
sense of money (M1), which includes demand
deposits and currency outside banks, and the broader
sense of money (M2), which is the sum of M1 and
quasi-money, namely, time savings and foreign
currency deposits The available data show an
icreasing trend of M1 during the period 2000-2003
wn all ESCWA member countries with the exception
of Lebanon, where money supply (Ml & M2)
decreased i 2001 then went up agamn 1n the
following two years

Banking credit distnbution by economic
activity for the period 1999-2003 1s shown m Table
IX4. which indicates that trade continued to
constitute the largest share of economuc activities in
more diversified economies of ESCWA member
countnies, with the exception of Egypt, where

International Telecommunication Union (ITU)

Table X-1 details the main telephone hines mn
operation per 100 mhabitants A main telephone
line 1n operation connects a subscriber’s termunal
equpment to the public switched telephone
network and has a dedicated port 1n the telephone
exchange equipment

Table X-2 lhists cellular mobile subscribers
per 100 inhabitants Mobile subscribers are users
of portable telephones who subscribe to an
automatic public mobile telephone service, which
provides access to the public switched telephone
network using cellular technology

Personal computers per 100 mhabitants are
hmghlighted m table X-3 This refers to the
number of personal computers in use m the
country The data in this table are primarily ITU
estimates based on a number of national and
international sources

Table X4 shows Internet users per 10,000
mmhabitants This refers to the total number of
users with access to the worldwide network

Internet hosts per 10,000 mhabitants are
illustrated 1n table X-5 Internet hosts refer to the
number of computers in an economy that are
directly ltnked to the worldwide Internet network
This statistic 1s based on the country code 1n the
host address and thus may not correspond with
the actual physical location

Table X-6 highlights the ITU Digital Access
Index (DAI), 2002 This index combines basic
indicators on  mfrastructure, affordabihty,
knowledge, quality and usage to measure the
overall ability of individuals mn a country to
access and use ICTs
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In addition, chart | represents the combined
values of four indicators for the Arab States,
ESCWA member countries and GCC countnes,
as compared with world averages for the same
mdicators for 2003

Chart 2 illustrates DAI, 2002, for ESCWA
member countnes, which are represented 1n
ascending order, while also giving the average for
Western Asia and the Arab States DAI 1s the first
global mmdex to rank ICT access, and covers 178
economies It classifies countries into one of four
digital access categones — higher, upper, medium
and low — allowing them to compare themseives
to peers and to examine therr relative strengths
and weaknesses Chart 2 shows that none of the
ESCWA countnies ranks above the mimmal value
of the high-access category, while the United
Arab Emurates ranks first among four ESCWA
member countries, which are all above the
mumimal value of the upper-access category,
Lebanon ranks first among six ESCWA member
countnies, which are all above the munimal value
of the muddle-access category and the Synan
Arab Republic followed by Yemen are above the
mimimal value of the low-access category, while
Iraq 15 not included for lack of data

The data shows that ICT infrastructure in
ESCWA member countries ranges from the
lughly developed, namely, in the United Arab
Emurates, with levels of Intemet penetration and
mobile use smmlar to those of the developed
countries, to levels that are below the majonty of
developing countries and some of the least
developed, for example i Iraq, the Syrian Arab
Republic and Yemen However, ESCWA
member countries are among those countries of
the world that are expenencing the fastest growth
m mobile communications and Internet access,
which can be partly attributed to greater
competition In telecoms markets It can also be
noted that numbers of mobile and Internet
subscnibers has been increasing 1n Iraq
