LAST GAME: The D-backs lost 14-12 vs. Rockies last night. 
• Eugenio Suárez went 2-for-4 with 1 homer and 3 

RBI…his 14 homers are tied for the team lead with 
Corbin Carroll.

• Lourdes Gurriel Jr. reached base 4 times for the 
fi rst time, going 2-for-4 with 1 triple, 2 RBI and 2 
walks.

• Alek Thomas hit a solo homer (1).  
• Ketel Marte, Pavin Smith, Gabriel Moreno and 

Geraldo Perdomo each had multi-hit games.

OFFENSIVE OUTPOUR: Last night featured D-back season 
highs in runs (12), plate appearances (49), hits (T-1st, 
15) and extra-base hits (T-1st, 8). 

COMBINED OFFENSES: Last night featured season highs in 
combined runs (26), hits (34), triples (3), extra-base hits 
(18) and total bases (69).

• Additionally, matched the all-time high @ Chase 
Field in combined runs and tied for second in com-
bined hits and extra-base hits.

NL WEST STRETCH: The  D-backs are 5-4 in a 13-game stretch 
vs. NL West's Rockies (3 G; 1-1), Dodgers (7 G, 2-2; May 
19-21) and Giants (3 G; 2-1).

TEAM HIT STREAKS: The D-backs have 10+ hits in 4 straight 
games since May 13  for the fi rst time since Sept. 7-11, 
2024…recorded 5 straight such games from Aug. 27-
Sept. 1, 2017. 

• The D-backs are 9-5 when recording 10+ a game. 

VS. ROX: The D-backs are  14-3 in their last 17 games @ 
Chase Field since Aug. 7, 2022 and outscored  the Rock-
ies, 119-63, in that span. 

• Have gone 8-2 @ Chase since Sept. 6, 2023 and won 
5 of their last 6 games… D-backs' offense is hitting 
a combined .324 with 29 doubles, 2 triples, 12 hom-
ers, 76 RBI and 13 stolen bases in the span. 

OFFENSE VS. ROX: Corbin Carroll has an 11-game hit 
streak since April 8, 2024, batting .311 (14-for-45)/1.060 
OPS with 2 doubles, 2 triples, 3 homers, 5 RBI 7 walks 
and 5 stolen bases. 

• Gabriel Moreno, in his last 9 games since March 
28, 2024, is hitting .417 (15-for-36)/1.045 OPS with 
6 doubles, 6 RBI and 3 walks, including 5 straight 
multi-hit efforts (6 total). 

• Lourdes Gurriel Jr., in his last 13 games since Sept. 
4, 2023, is batting .345 (19-for-55)/1.101 OPS with 5 
doubles, 1 triple, 4 homers, 18 RBI and 5 walks. 

• Josh Naylor, in his last 12 games since Aug. 30, 
2020, is hitting .381 (16-for-42)/1.229 OPS with 7 
doubles, 4 homers, 13 RBI and 1 walk. 

• Eugenio Suárez, in his last 9 home games since 
March 28, 2024, is hitting .387 (12-for-31)/1.147 
OPS with 2 doubles, 3 homers, 15 RBI and 2 walks. 

HE STANDS ALONE: Corbin Carroll  is the only player in the 
modern era (since 1900)  to record 14+ homers, 5+ tri-
ples and 7+ stolen bases in the team's fi rst 45 games…
Bob Meusel/NYY in 1925 (15 HR, 5 3B, 6 SB) is the only 
player to reach the feat within the team's fi rst 46 games. 

AMONG LEGENDS: Corbin Carroll (54 H, 14 HR, 5 3B) is the 
eighth player  in modern day history (since 1900) with 
50+ hits, 14+ homers and 5+ triples within their fi rst 45 
games of a season, joining Eddie Mathews/ATL (1959), 
Willie Mays/SF (1954), Ival Goodman/CIN (1938), Hank 
Greenberg/DET (1937), Jimmie Foxx/PHI (1932), Wally 
Berger/ATL (1930) and Babe Ruth/NYY (1928, ’21). 

CARROLL AND LEADERBOARDS: Corbin Carroll, among the 
Majors, ranks in triples (T-1st, 5), extra-base hits (T-2nd, 
28), total bases (3rd, 116), runs (3rd, 38), SLG (4th, .601), 
homers (T-5th, 14), OPS (8th, .959) and hits (8th, 55).    

• His career-high-tying 3 multi-homer games are tied 
for most in the Majors (also: Jordan Beck/COL, Tyler 
Soderstrom/ATH and Kyle Stowers/MIA). 

• His 18 multi-hit games are most in the NL and tied 
for third in MLB (also: Bo Bichette/TOR), behind Aar-
on Judge/NYY (22) and Paul Goldschmidt/NYY (20). 

SOMETHING EXTRA: The D-backs' 35 games with 3+ ex-
tra-base hits lead the Majors, ahead of the Dodgers (32) 
and Mets (29).  

• The D-backs have recorded 3+ extra-base hits in 9 
of their last 11 games (since May 6). 

• With 2 outs, the D-backs' 54 extra-base hits are 
most in the Majors, ahead of the Cubs (53). 

HERE COMES THE SLUG: The D-backs' 49 extra-base hits and 
20 homers since May 5 (12 G) are second and third, re-
spectively, behind the Dodgers (12 G; 50/22) and Yan-
kees (11 G; 47/21). 

• The D-backs' .509 SLG is second to the Dodgers 
(.545).

TO SACRIFICE: The D-backs' 20 sacrifi ce fl ies are most in 
the Majors, ahead of the Guardians (18) and Yankees 
(18) …have recorded 3 sac fl ies in their last 2 games. 

• Geraldo Perdomo's 6 sac fl ies are most in MLB and 
Lourdes Gurriel Jr.'s 4 are tied for fi fth.

• The D-backs and Yankees are the only clubs to have 
multiple players with 4+ sac fl ies.  

ON DECK - LA DODGERS: The D-backs begin a 7-game road 
trip with 3 games @ Dodgers to close out their 13-game 
NL West stint.
