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Informacioén general del
examen ACT

El examen ACT consta de tres secciones de

opcion multiple: inglés, matematicas y lectura. Los
estudiantes pueden optar por tomar una seccion
opcional de opcidn multiple de ciencias y/o una
seccioén opcional de redaccién. Algunos institutos

de educacion superior y universidades requieren o
aceptan las calificaciones de ciencias o redaccion de
ACT, por lo que puedes considerar tomar las secciones
de ciencias y redaccion.

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Estrategias para tomar el
examen

Estrategias para el examen ACT

Cada seccion de opcién multiple contiene preguntas
con cuatro respuestas entre las cuales puedes elegir
la respuesta correcta o la mejor respuesta.

Si no completas todas tus secciones y quieres volver
a hacer el examen, tendras que volver a registrarte y
pagar por una nueva fecha de examen. Una vez que
tengas acceso al contenido del examen, no puedes
solicitar un cambio de la fecha de examen.

Estrategias para prepararte para el examen
ACT

\/ Familiarizate con el contenido de las secciones.

Revisa la informacién de este documento. Observa
cudles areas de contenido conforman la proporcion
mas grande de las secciones.

Si no estds familiarizado con algunas areas de
contenido del examen ACT, considera realizar
estudios en esas areas antes de tomar el examen.

Sugerencias para tomar las secciones de
opcién multiple
v Distribuye tu tiempo.

Es importante que tengas suficiente tiempo para
leer los pasajes/preguntas y decidir tus respuestas.
Para cada seccién, resta el nUmero de minutos que
estimas que pasaras leyendo rapidamente los pasajes
o leyendo la informacién proporcionada, luego divide
el total de los minutos restantes permitidos entre

el niumero de preguntas para determinar el tiempo
estimado que debes dedicar a cada pregunta. Si es
posible, dedica menos tiempo a cada pregunta y usa
el resto del tiempo permitido para una seccién para
revisar tu trabajo y regresar a las preguntas de esa
seccidn que te parecieron mas dificiles.

Los limites de tiempo establecidos para cada seccion
dan casi a todos los estudiantes suficiente tiempo
para contestar todas las preguntas.
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Sin embargo, cuida tu ritmo para no invertir
demasiado tiempo en un pasaje o quedarte
reflexionando sobre la respuesta a un problema
especifico. Si no sabes como llegar a la respuesta de
una pregunta, lo mejor es responder al azar, marcarla
y pasar a otras preguntas que domines. Si sobra
tiempo, regresa a las preguntas marcadas.

\/ Lee detenidamente las instrucciones.

Antes de iniciar cada seccidn, lee con atencién las
instrucciones. Hazlo antes de tomar el examen para
no ocupar el tiempo destinado a él.

® | as secciones de inglés, lectura y ciencias piden
la mejor respuesta. Lee y considera todas las
respuestasy selecciona la que responda mejor a
la pregunta.

® | a seccién de matematicas pide la respuesta
correcta. Puedes deducir la respuesta que
piensas que es la correcta y buscarla entre las
opciones que se dan. Si tu respuesta no se
encuentra entre las opciones proporcionadas,
vuelve a leer la pregunta y considera todas las
opciones de respuesta.

v Lee detenidamente cada pregunta.

Necesitas entender exactamente lo que se te pide
en cada pregunta. Algunas preguntas requeriran
que realices varios pasos para encontrar la respuesta
correcta o la mejor respuesta, mientras que otras se
podradn contestar mas rapidamente.

v/ Contesta primero las preguntas fdciles.

Una buena estrategia es contestar las preguntas
faciles y saltarte las que te parezcan dificiles. Después
de contestar las preguntas faciles, regresa y responde
las preguntas mas dificiles si tienes tiempo.

v Usa la Iégica en preguntas mds dificiles.

Cuandoregreses a las preguntas masdificiles, trata de
usar la légica para eliminar las respuestas incorrectas.
Compara las opciones de respuestas entre siy
observa cuél es la diferencia. Tales diferencias pueden
proporcionarte pistas sobre lo que la pregunta
requiere. Elimina tantas respuestas incorrectas como
puedas, luego haz una conjetura fundamentada de
las respuestas restantes.

v Contesta todas las preguntas.

Tus calificaciones de las secciones solo se basaran

en el nUmero de preguntas que contestes
correctamente; no se te penalizara por adivinar.
Debes tratar de contestar todas las preguntas dentro
del tiempo que se permite para cada seccidn.
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v/ Revisa tu trabajo.

Si después de haber contestado todas las preguntas
de una seccidn aun tienes tiempo, regrésate y revisa
tu trabajo. Cuando se anuncie que el tiempo ha
terminado para una seccién, ya no se te permitira que
revises o que marques las respuestas de otra seccién.

Preparate

Preparate con bastante anticipacion al examen ACT.

Anulacion de tu examen el dia del examen

Si tienes que salir del centro del examen antes de
completar todas las secciones, debes decidir si deseas
que se califique tu examen y luego informar tu
decision al personal del examen.

Contenido de las secciones
del examen ACT

Seccion de inglés

La seccién de inglés consiste en varios ensayos o
pasajes, cada uno acompahnado de un conjunto de
preguntas de opcidon multiple. Esto quiere decir que
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los reactivos de inglés aparecen junto al ensayo, no
después del mismo.

® Algunas preguntas se refieren al pasaje en su
totalidad. Otros se refieren a partes subrayadas o
resaltadas del pasaje y ofrecen varias alternativas
para esa parte. TU decides cual respuesta es la mas
apropiada tomando en cuenta el contexto del
pasaje.

® Muchas preguntas ofrecen la opcién de “No
change” (No cambiar) el pasaje.

La seccién de inglés te coloca en la posicion de un
escritor que toma decisiones para revisar y editar un
texto. Los ensayos en diferentes géneros proporcionan
una variedad de situaciones retéricas. Estos pasajes
se escriben internamente, no se seleccionan de
contenido existente como los pasajes de lectura,

y son adecuados para evaluar las aptitudes de
lenguaje y redaccién, y para reflejar los intereses y las
experiencias de los estudiantes.

Se reportan cuatro calificaciones para el examen de
inglés: una calificacién para la seccién en general y
tres calificaciones de las categorias del reporte con
base en conocimiento y aptitudes especificas. El
porcentaje aproximado de la seccién dedicada a cada
categoria del reporte se indica a continuacién.

Produccion de redaccion (38-43%)

Esta categoria requiere que apliques tu conocimiento
sobre la finalidad y enfoque de un texto escrito.
Desarrollo del tema: demuestra que dominas los
elementos retéricos de los textos. Identificar los
propdsitos de las partes de los textos, determinar

si un texto o parte de un texto ha cumplido con su
objetivo previsto y evaluar la relevancia del material
en términos del enfoque de un texto.

® Organizacién, unidad y cohesion: usar diferentes
estrategias para asegurar que un texto esté
l6gicamente organizado, sea fluido y tenga una
introducciéon y una conclusion efectivas.

Conocimiento de la lengua (18-23%)

Estas preguntas requieren que demuestres el uso
efectivo del lenguaje al asegurar una eleccion de
palabras precisa y concisa y mantener la consistencia
del estilo y tono.

Convenciones del inglés estandar (38-43%)

Estas preguntas requieren que apliques un
entendimiento de las convenciones de gramatica del
inglés estandar, uso y mecanica del inglés estandar
para revisar y editar textos.

® Estructuray formacion de oraciones: aplicar el
entendimiento de la estructura y formacion de la
oracién en un texto y hacer revisiones para mejorar
la redaccion.

® Puntuacioén: reconocer los problemas comunes
con la puntuacién del inglés estandar y hacer
revisiones para mejorar la redaccion.

® Uso: reconocer los problemas comunes con el uso
del inglés estandar en un texto y hacer revisiones
para mejorar la redaccién.

Sugerencias para tomar la seccién de inglés

v Presta atencidn al estilo de redaccién que se usa
en cada pasaje.

Los pasajes cubren una variedad de temas y estan
redactados en una variedad de estilos. Es importante
que tomes en cuenta el estilo de redaccion que se usa
en cada pasaje. Al responder una pregunta, asegurate
de entender el contexto de la misma. Considera cémo
la oracion que contiene una porcion subrayada o
resaltada encaja con las oraciones circundantesy con
el pasaje como un todo.

v Examina las porciones subrayadas o resaltadas
del pasaje.

Antes de responder una pregunta con una porciéon
subrayada o resaltada, examina cuidadosamente

lo que esta subrayado o resaltado en el texto. Ten

en cuenta los elementos de redaccién en cada
fragmento subrayado o resaltado. Algunas preguntas
te solicitardn fundamentar tu respuesta en un aspecto
particular, como el tono o énfasis que debe transmitir
el texto.

® Algunas preguntas te indicardn que selecciones la
alternativa a la porcién subrayada o resaltada que
NO es aceptable o que es LA MENOS aceptable.

Las opciones de respuesta de cada pregunta
contendran cambios en uno o Mas de estos
elementos de la escritura.

v/ Presta atencion a las preguntas que no tienen
porciones subrayadas.

Se te haran algunas preguntas sobre una seccién del
pasaje o sobre el pasaje como un todo considerando
una situacion retérica dada. Las preguntas de este
tipo frecuentemente estan identificadas por un
numero de pregunta ubicado en un recuadro que
se encuentra en el punto apropiado del pasaje o
mediante un asterisco resaltado en paréntesis.

Las preguntas sobre todo el pasaje se encuentran
al final del pasaje. En el examen en papel, estas
preguntas se introducen mediante un recuadro
horizontal que contiene la siguiente instruccion:
“Las preguntas __y __se refieren al pasaje anterior
como un todo”. En el examen en linea, apareceran
instrucciones similares arriba de las preguntas.

v/ Nota las diferencias en las opciones de
respuesta.

Muchas de las preguntas de la seccidén involucran mas
de un aspecto de redaccién. Examina cada respuesta
opcional y determina cual es su diferencia con las
otras. Ten cuidado de no elegir una respuesta que
corrija un error, pero que genere un error diferente.
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v/ Determina cudl es la mejor respuesta.

Cuando una pregunta te pida que elijas la mejor
alternativa para una porcién subrayada o resaltada,
considera el siguiente método:

® Decide cdmo la porcidn subrayada o resaltada se
pudiera expresar mejor en inglés escrito estandar o
en términos de la pregunta particular formulada.

o Sila porcion subrayada o resaltada es la mejor
respuesta, selecciona “C" (No cambiar).

o Sino, revisa para ver si tu expresién es una de
las opciones de respuesta. Si no encuentras tu
expresion, selecciona la mejor de las respuestas
gue se presentan.

® En el caso de las preguntas indicadas por un
nUmero en un recuadro o un asterisco resaltado en
paréntesis, decide cudl es la opcién mas apropiada
en términos de la pregunta formulada o de la
situacion retérica indicada.

® \uelve a leer la oracion usando la respuesta que
seleccionaste. Una vez que hayas seleccionado
la respuesta que te parece mejor, vuelve a leer la
oracion u oraciones correspondientes del pasaje,
e inserta la respuesta seleccionada en el lugar
apropiado del texto para asegurarte de que es la
mejor respuesta dentro del contexto del pasaje.

Seccion de matematicas

La seccién de matematicas esta disefiada para evaluar
las aptitudes matematicas que los estudiantes han
adquirido tipicamente en los cursos gue toman hasta
el principio del grado 12. Todas las preguntas son
autocontenidas.

El material que se cubre enfatiza las principales areas
de contenido que son un requisito para el desempenfo
satisfactorio en las matematicas de los cursos del
primer ano universitario. Se asume el conocimiento
de formulas basicas y aptitudes de calculo como
antecedentes para resolver los problemas, pero no

se requiere recordar férmulas complejas ni calculos
extensos.

Nota: Puedes usar una calculadora permitida

en la seccién de matemdticas. En www.act.org/
calculator-policy.ntml puedes encontrar detalles de
los modelos y funciones que se prohiben.

Se reportan nueve calificaciones para la seccién de
matematicas: una calificacién para la seccion en
general y ocho calificaciones de las categorias del
reporte con base en el conocimiento y aptitudes
especificas en matematicas. El porcentaje
aproximado de la seccién dedicada a cada categoria
del reporte se indica a continuacion.
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Preparacion para matematicas de nivel
superior (80%)

Esta categoria abarca las matematicas que se han
aprendido mas recientemente, comenzando por el
uso de algebra como herramienta para expresary
resolver ecuaciones. Esta categoria se divide en cinco
subcategorias:

® Numero y cantidad (10-12%): demostrar
conocimiento de sistemas numéricos reales y
complejos. Razonar con cantidades numéricas
en muchas formas, incluyendo expresiones con
integrales y exponentes racionales asi como
vectores y matrices.

® Algebra (17-20%): resolver, graficar y modelar varios
tipos de expresiones. Interpretar y usar diferentes
tipos de ecuaciones, como relaciones lineales,
polinomiales, radicales y exponenciales. Encontrar
soluciones a sistemas de ecuaciones, incluso
cuando son representados mediante matrices
simples y aplicar los resultados a contextos del
mundo real.

® Funciones (17-20%): demostrar conocimiento de
lasfunciones: definicion, notacion, representaciony
aplicacién. Usar funciones, incluyendolasfunciones
lineales, radicales, segmentadas, polinomiales,
exponenciales y logaritmicas. Manipular y
trasladar funciones, asi como interpretar y usar
caracteristicas importantes de las gréficas.

® Geometria (17-20%): aplicar tu conocimiento de
figuras y cuerpos sélidos, usando conceptos tales
como las relaciones de congruencia y similitud o el
area de una superficie y medicién de volumenes.
Aplicar tu entendimiento a objetos compuestos
y resolver valores faltantes en tridngulos, circulos
y otras figuras. Usar razones trigonomeétricas y
ecuaciones de secciones conicas.

® Estadistica y probabilidad (12-15%): describir el
centroy la dispersién de distribuciones. Aplicar
y analizar métodos de recoleccion de datos.
Entender y modelar las relaciones en datos
bivariados. Calcular probabilidades reconociendo
los espacios de muestreo relacionados.

Integracién de aptitudes esenciales (20%)

Esta categoria se centra en medir qué tan bien
puedes sintetizar y aplicar tus conocimientos y
aptitudes para resolver problemas mas complejos. Las
preguntas te piden que abordes conceptos como:

® tasasy porcentajes

® relaciones proporcionales

® 3reaq, superficie y volumen

® promedioy mediana;y

® expresion de nimeros de diferentes maneras
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Resolveras problemas no rutinarios que implican
combinar aptitudes en cadenas de pasos, aplicar
aptitudes en contextos variados, entender conexiones
y demostrar destreza.

Modelado

Esta categoria representa todas las preguntas que
implican producir, interpretar, entender, evaluar y
mejorar modelos. Cada pregunta cuenta para otras
categorias del reporte de matematicas. Esta categoria
es una medida general sobre qué tan bien usas

las aptitudes de modelado en todos los temas de
mMatematicas.

Sugerencias para tomar la seccion de
matematicas

\/ Si utilizas una calculadora, hazlo de manera
prudente.

Todos los problemas de matematicas se pueden
resolver sin una calculadora. Muchos de ellos se
resuelven mejor sin calculadora. Usa tu criterio para
saber cuando conviene usar la calculadora. Por
ejemplo, en algunos problemas tal vez quieras realizar
trabajo preliminar para aclarar tus pensamientos
sobre la pregunta antes de comenzar a usar la
calculadora.

v Resuelve el problema.

Para encontrar las soluciones a los problemas,
generalmente realizards trabajo preliminar. Tal vez
quieras revisar las opciones de respuesta después
de leer las preguntas. Sin embargo, trabajar al revés
desde las cuatro opciones de respuesta puede
requerir mucho tiempo y puede no ser eficaz.

v/ Busca tu solucién entre las opciones de
respuesta.

Una vez que hayas resuelto el problema, busca la
respuesta que obtuviste entre las opcionales. Si tu
respuesta no estd incluida entre las opcionales, vuelve
a leer detenidamente el problema para ver si pasaste
por alto informacién importante. Presta mucha
atencioén a la pregunta que se te hace. Si debes
seleccionar una ecuacién, revisa si la ecuacion que
piensas que es la mejor se puede transformar en una
de las opciones de respuesta proporcionadas.

v Asegurate de contestar la pregunta.

Las soluciones de muchas de las preguntas involucran
varios pasos. Asegurate de que tu respuesta tome en
cuenta todos los pasos necesarios. Con frecuencia,
una opcién de respuesta es un resultado intermedio,
no la respuesta final.

v Asegurate de que tu respuesta sea razonable.

Algunas veces un error de calculo da como resultado
una respuesta que no es practicamente posible para
la situacién que se describe. Siempre piensa en tu
respuesta y determina si es razonable.
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v Verifica tu respuesta.

Puedes llegar a una solucién incorrecta cometiendo
errores comunes en el proceso de resolucién de
problemas. Si tienes tiempo restante antes de que
termine la seccion de matematicas, es importante
gue vuelvas a leer las preguntas y que verifiques tus
respuestas para asegurarte de que sean correctas.

Seccidn de lectura

La seccidn de lectura mide tu habilidad de leer con
atencion, razonar légicamente sobre textos usando
evidencia e integrar informacién de varias fuentes.

Las preguntas se centran en aptitudes de apoyo
mutuo que los lectores deben utilizar al estudiar
materiales escritos en una variedad de materias.
Especificamente, las preguntas te pediradn que:

determines las ideas principales

localices e interpretes detalles significativos
entiendas secuencias de eventos

hagas comparaciones

comprendas las relaciones causa-efecto

determines el significado de palabras, frases y
declaraciones que dependen del contexto

dibujes generalizaciones
analices la voz y el método del autor o narrador
analices afirmaciones y evidencia en argumentos

integres informacién de multiples textos o
formatos

La seccién de lectura se compone de varias partes.
Algunas partes consisten en un pasaje en prosa largo
y otras consisten en pasajes en prosa cortos. Los
pasajes representan los niveles y las clases de textos
que comuUnmente se encuentran en los planes de
estudio del primer afio universitario.

Cada pasaje inicia con un encabezado que indica el
autory la fuente; puede incluir ademas informacién
de contexto relevante para comprenderlo. Cada
parte contiene un conjunto de preguntas de opcién
multiple. Estas preguntas no evalUan la memorizacién
de hechos ajenos al pasaje o reglas de Iégica formal,
ni contienen preguntas aisladas de vocabulario. En las
secciones que contienen dos pasajes cortos, algunas
de las preguntas tienen que ver con ambos pasajes.

® analices la eleccién de palabras de un autor
retéricamente

analices la estructura del texto

comprendas el propdsito y la perspectiva del autor
analices los puntos de vista de los personajes
interpretes las decisiones del autor retéricamente

diferencies entre varias perspectivas y fuentes de
informacion

Integraciéon de conocimiento e ideas
(19-26%)

Esta categoria requiere que entiendas las
aseveraciones de los autores, diferencies entre hechos
y opiniones y uses evidencia para hacer conexiones
entre los diferentes textos que estan relacionados
segun el tema. Algunas preguntas necesitaran que
analices cémo los autores construyen los argumentos
y evalles el razonamiento y la evidencia de diferentes
fuentes.

Informacion visual y cuantitativa en la
seccion de lectura

Un pasaje puede ir acompafado de un elemento
como una grafica, figura o tabla que contiene
informacién pertinente para la tarea de lectura. En

el pasaje que contiene estos elementos visuales y
cuantitativos, algunas de las preguntas te pedirdn que
identifiques o interpretes informacién de la grafica

0 que integres la informacién del pasaje y la grafica
para determinar la mejor respuesta.

Sugerencias para tomar la seccion de
lectura
v Lee cada pasaje detenidamente.

Antes de comenzar a contestar una pregunta, lee

el contenido detenidamente. Sé consciente de las
relaciones entre las ideas. Toma notas sobre las ideas
importantes de los pasajes.
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v/ Consulta los pasajes cuando contestes las
preguntas.

Encontraras las respuestas a algunas de las preguntas
refiriéndote a lo que se indica explicitamente

en los pasajes. Otras preguntas requeriran que

tu determines los significados implicitos y que
saques conclusiones y hagas comparacionesy
generalizaciones. Considera el texto antes de
contestar cualquier pregunta.

Seccion de ciencias (opcional)

Sivas a tomar la seccién opcional de ciencias, se
aplicara después del examen de lectura. La seccion de
ciencias mide las aptitudes de interpretacion, analisis,
evaluacion, razonamiento y resolucion de problemas
que se requieren en las ciencias naturales. La seccion
presenta varios escenarios cientificos auténticos,
cada uno de ellos seguido por preguntas de opcion
multiple.

El contenido incluye biologia, quimica, ciencias

de la Tierra y del espacio (por ejemplo, geologia,
astronomia y meteorologia) y fisica. No se requiere
un conocimiento avanzado de estas areas, pero
necesitaras conocimiento previo adquirido en cursos
de ciencias introductorios generales para contestar
correctamente algunas de las preguntas.

Investigacion cientifica (18-32%)

Evaluacion de argumentos y modelos

La seccidén de ciencias presenta informacion en tres
formatos:

® Representacion de datos (26-32%): este formato
presenta material grafico y tabular similar al de
las revistas y textos de ciencias. Las preguntas
asociadas con este formato miden aptitudes
como reconocer relaciones entre datos en tablas
y graficas, interpolar y extrapolar, y trasladar datos
tabulares a graficas.

Seccion de redaccion (opcional)

Si te inscribes para el examen ACT con redaccion,
tomaras la seccion de redaccion después de que
termines todas las secciones de opcién multiple. Tu
calificacion en la seccion de redaccién no afectara las
calificaciones de las secciones de opcién multiple ni
tu calificacion global.

La seccidn es un examen de 40 minutos que mide
tus aptitudes de escritura, especificamente las que
se ensefan en las clases de inglés de la escuela
secundaria y en los cursos de composicién de primer
ingreso de la universidad.

La seccién consiste en una instruccién para la
redaccion que describe un tema complejoy
proporciona tres perspectivas diferentes sobre el
mismo.

Los escritores competentes explican
y exploran sus ideas, discuten las implicaciones e
ilustran a través de ejemplos. Ellos ayudan al lector a
entender su manera de pensar acerca del tema.

Organizacion

Las calificaciones en este dominio reflejan la habilidad
de organizar ideas con claridad y propdsito. Las
opciones de organizacién son integrales para una
redaccién efectiva. Los escritores competentes
organizan su ensayo de una manera que demuestra
claramente la relacion entre las ideas y guian al lector
durante su discusion.

Uso del lenguaje y convenciones

Las calificaciones en este dominio reflejan la habilidad
de usar el lenguaje escrito para transmitir argumentos
con claridad. Los escritores competentes hacen uso
de las convenciones de la gramatica, sintaxis, uso de
palabras y mecanica. También estan conscientes de
su audienciay ajustan el estilo y tono de su redaccion
para expresarse efectivamente.

Sugerencias para tomar la seccién de
redaccion

v Distribuye tu tiempo.

Organiza tu tiempo de acuerdo con la experiencia
gue tengas tomando exdmenes de ensayos en la
escuela o de cuando hayas tenido que redactar
dentro de un tiempo limitado. Es poco probable que
tengas tiempo de hacer un borrador, revisar y pasar
en limpio tu ensayo.

v’ Planifica.

Antes de escribir, lee y considera detenidamente
todo el material de las instrucciones. AsegUrate de
entender el tema, las diferentes perspectivas sobre el
tema y tu tarea de redaccién del ensayo.

Lasinstruccionesincluyen preguntas de planificacién,
las cuales te ayudaran a analizar las diferentes
perspectivas y a desarrollar la tuya propia. Usa

estas preguntas para pensar criticamente en las
instrucciones y generar una respuesta efectiva. ; Cual
seria la mejor manera de organizar y sustentar tus
ideas en un argumento escrito? Dedica tiempo a
estructurar o bosquejar tu respuesta.

Nota: Las preguntas de planificacién son opcionales
y no se calificardn.
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\/ Escribe.

Establece el enfoque de tu ensayo siendo muy claro
en tu argumento y sus ideas principales.

® Explica e ilustra tus ideas con razonamiento légico
y ejemplos significativos.

® Debate la importancia de tus ideas: ;cuales son las
implicaciones de lo que tienes que decir y por qué
es importante considerar tu argumento?

Mientras escribes, preglntate si tu légica es clara,
si has sustentado tus aseveraciones y si has elegido
palabras precisas para expresar tus ideas.

v/ Revisa tu ensayo.

Trata de redactar tu ensayo de la manera mas
refinada que puedas. Antes de que se termine el
tiempo, dedica unos minutos a revisar tu ensayo y
corregir cualquier error.

Si tomas el examen ACT en papel, asegurate de
escribir tu ensayo de manera legible. Si encuentras
palabras que son dificiles de leer, vuelve a escribirlas.

\/ Practica.

Una buena manera de prepararte para la secciéon de
redaccién es practicar redactando con diferentes
propésitos para diferentes lectores. La redaccién que
realices en tus clases te ayudard, al igual que escribir
en un diario personal, historias, ensayos, editoriales u
otras cosas que escribas independientemente.

También es buena idea practicar escribiendo dentro
de un limite de tiempo. Hacer el examen de redaccion
de practica te dara una buena idea de cuanta practica
adicional puedes necesitar. Puede ser buena idea
tomar la seccién de redaccién de practica, aunque
no planees tomar el examen ACT con redaccion.

He would pounce delightedly, just
15 as he did every day at home, batting around his favorite
toy. The bowl usually sat on a coffee table, though
recently she had displayed it on top of a pine blanket
chest and on a lacquered table. It was once placed on a
cherry table beneath a glorious still-life painting, where
20 it held its own.

Everyone who has purchased a house or who has
wanted to sell a house must be familiar with some of
the tricks used to convince a buyer that the house is
quite special: a fire in the fireplace in early evening;

25 jonquils in a pitcher on the kitchen counter, where no
one ordinarily has space to put flowers; perhaps the
slight aroma of spring, made by a single drop of scent
vaporizing from a lamp bulb.

The wonderful thing about the bowl, Andrea

30 thought, was that it was both subtle and noticeable—a
paradox of a bowl. Its glaze was the color of cream and
seemed to glow no matter what light it was placed in.
There were a few bits of color in it—tiny geometric
flashes—and some of these were tinged with flecks of
35 silver. They were as mysterious as cells seen under a
microscope; it was difficult not to study them, because
they shimmered, flashing for a split second, and then
resumed their shape. Something about the colors and
their random placement suggested motion. People who
40 liked country furniture always commented on the bowl,
but then it turned out that people who felt comfortable

55 bowl, she said—would it be possible to find out where
the owners had bought that beautiful bowl?

Oh, on a
table under the window. Yes, she would ask, of course.
60 She let a couple of days pass, then called back to say
that the bowl had been a present and the people did not
know where it had been purchased.

Bids
were often put in on houses where she had displayed
65 the bowl. Sometimes the owners, who were always
asked to be away or to step outside when the house was
being shown, didn’t even know that the bowl had been
in their house. Once—she could not imagine how—she
left it behind, and then she was so afraid that something
70 might have happened to it that she rushed back to the
house and sighed with relief when the owner opened
the door. The bowl, Andrea explained—she had pur-
chased a bowl and set it on the chest for safekeeping
while she toured the house with the prospective buyers,
75 and she ... She felt like rushing past the frowning
woman and seizing her bowl. The owner stepped aside.
In the few seconds before Andrea picked up the bowl,
she realized that the owner must have just seen that it
had been perfectly placed, that the sunlight struck the
80 bluer part of it.

INFORMATIONAL: This passage is from the book The Botany
of Desire: A Plant’s-Eye View of the World by Michael Pollan.

Originally cultivated in the Ottoman Empire, tulips were intro-
duced to Europe at the end of the sixteenth century and
became wildly popular in the seventeenth century.

One crucial element of the beauty of the tulip that
intoxicated the Dutch, the Turks, the French, and the
English has been lost to us. To them the tulip was a
magic flower because it was prone to spontaneous and

5 brilliant eruptions of color. In a planting of a hundred
tulips, one of them might be so possessed, opening to
reveal the white or yellow ground of its petals painted,
as if by the finest brush and steadiest hand, with intri-
cate feathers or flames of a vividly contrasting hue.

10 When this happened, the tulip was said to have
“broken,” and if a tulip broke in a particularly striking
manner—if the flames of the applied color reached
clear to the petal’s lip, say, and its pigment was bril-
liant and pure and its pattern symmetrical—the owner

15 of that bulb had won the lottery. For the offsets of that
bulb would inherit its pattern and hues and command a
fantastic price. The fact that broken tulips for some
unknown reason produced fewer and smaller offsets
than ordinary tulips drove their prices still higher.

20 Semper Augustus was the most famous such break.

The closest we have to a broken tulip today is the
group known as the Rembrandts—so named because
Rembrandt painted some of the most admired breaks of
his time. But these latter-day tulips, with their heavy

25 patterning of one or more contrasting colors, look
clumsy by comparison, as if painted in haste with a
thick brush. To judge from the paintings we have of the
originals, the petals of broken tulips could be as fine
and intricate as marbleized papers, the extravagant

30 swirls of color somehow managing to seem both bold
and delicate at once. In the most striking examples—
such as the fiery carmine that Semper Augustus
splashed on its pure white ground—the outbreak of
color juxtaposed with the orderly, linear form of the

35 tulip could be breathtaking, with the leaping, wayward
patterns just barely contained by the petal’s edge.

Anna Pavord recounts the extraordinary lengths to
which Dutch growers would go to make their tulips
break, sometimes borrowing their techniques from

40 alchemists, who faced what must have seemed a com-
parable challenge. Over the earth above a bed planted
with white tulips, gardeners would liberally sprinkle
paint powders of the desired hue, on the theory that
rainwater would wash the color down to the roots,

45 where it would be taken up by the bulb. Charlatans sold
recipes believed to produce the magic color breaks;
pigeon droppings were thought to be an effective agent,
as was plaster dust taken from the walls of old houses.
Unlike the alchemists, whose attempts to change base

50 metals into gold reliably failed, now and then the
would-be tulip changers would be rewarded with a
good break, inspiring everybody to redouble their
efforts.

What the Dutch could not have known was that a
55 virus was responsible for the magic of the broken tulip,
a fact that, as soon as it was discovered, doomed the
beauty it had made possible. The color of a tulip actu-
ally consists of two pigments working in concert—a
base color that is always yellow or white and a second,
60 laid-on color called an anthocyanin; the mix of these
two hues determines the unitary color we see. The virus
works by partially and irregularly suppressing the
anthocyanin, thereby allowing a portion of the under-
lying color to show through. It wasn’t until the 1920s,
65 after the invention of the electron microscope, that sci-
entists discovered the virus was being spread from tulip
to tulip by Myzus persicae, the peach potato aphid.
Peach trees were a common feature of seventeenth-
century gardens.

70 By the 1920s the Dutch regarded their tulips as
commodities to trade rather than jewels to display, and
since the virus weakened the bulbs it infected (the
reason the offsets of broken tulips were so small and
few in number), Dutch growers set about ridding their

75 fields of the infection. Color breaks, when they did
occur, were promptly destroyed, and a certain peculiar
manifestation of natural beauty abruptly lost its claim
on human affection.

I can’t help thinking that the virus was supplying

80 something the tulip needed, just the touch of abandon

the flower’s chilly formality called for. Maybe that’s

why the broken tulip became such a treasure in

seventeenth-century Holland: the wayward color loosed

on a tulip by a good break perfected the flower, even as
85 the virus responsible set about destroying it.

On its face the story of the virus and the tulip
would seem to throw a wrench into any evolutionary
understanding of beauty.

Passage A by Joseph G. Schloss

The term b-boying refers to break dancing.

In the first sense of the term, hip-hop refers collec-
tively to a group of related art forms in different media
(visual, sound, movement) that were practiced in Afro-

5 Caribbean, African American, and Latino neighbor-
hoods in New York City in the 1970s. The term, when
used in this sense, also refers to the events at which
these forms were practiced, the people who practiced
them, their shared aesthetic sensibility, and contempo-
rary activities that maintain those traditions.

10

Perhaps the most important aspect of this variety
of hip-hop is that it is unmediated, in the sense that
most of the practices associated with it are both taught
and performed in the context of face-to-face interac-

15 tions between human beings. To some degree, this con-
stitutes an intentional rejection of the mass media by its
practitioners, but to a great extent it is just the natural
result of the practices themselves. Activities like
b-boying and graffiti writing are simply not well suited

20 to the mass media. Although in both cases, brief
attempts were made to bring these forms of expression
into mainstream contexts (b-boying in a series of low-
budget “breaksploition” movies in the early 1980s and
graffiti as part of a short-lived gallery trend around the

o5 same time), neither developed substantially in those
environments. This, it has been suggested, was not so
much because the forms lacked appeal, but because—
on an economic level—b-boying was an advertisement
with no product. This reality is reflected in the phrase

30 that is often used to refer to this branch of hip-hop:
“hip-hop culture,” which suggests something that is
lived rather than bought and sold.

The second sense of the term hip-hop refers to a
form of popular music that developed, or was devel-
35 oped, out of hip-hop culture. This hip-hop, also known
as “rap music,” resulted from the interaction between
hip-hop culture and the preexisting music industry. As
we would expect, this hip-hop features elements of both
sensibilities. My students are often surprised when I
40 point out that, even when hip-hop lyrics seem to reject
every aspect of mainstream culture and morality, the
one thing they almost never reject is a strict 16-bar
verse structure derived from Tin Pan Alley pop music.
But this should not be surprising. This hip-hop, in con-
45 trast to hip-hop culture, is deeply intertwined with the
mass media and its needs, largely because it does have

'n’ on / The beat don’t stop until the break of dawn /
Singin’ on 'n’ 'n’ on 'n’ on on 'n’ on / Like a hot but-
tered a pop da pop da pop dibbie dibbie pop da pop

75 pop / Ya don’t dare stop”—it hits me that this entire
side is one long song.

Almost fifteen minutes long as it turns out. Or, to

80 break of “Good Times” with sing-along words easy to
remember and repeat. The record, I discover, is by an
unknown group, the Sugarhill Gang, and is called
“Rapper’s Delight.”

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Passage IV

INFORMATIONAL:This passage is from the article “The
Rise and Fall of the Living Fossil” by Ferris Jabr (©2015 by
Nautilus).

The term “living fossil” refers to creatures that had emerged
long ago and seemed to have stopped evolving.

Like all living fossils, crocodiles were thought to
have emerged in the distant past and then stayed largely
unchanged. The standard theory held that the crocodil-
ian species we know today originated in Africa during

5 the Cretaceous (145 to 66 million years ago), when the
seven continents were much closer together. As the
continents drifted apart, the crocodilians went with
them, explaining how they ended up in a band of trop-
ics encircling the globe. If that were true, then modern

10 crocodilian species should be very different from one
another at the level of genes and molecules, because
there would have been more than enough time for sub-
stantial mutations to accumulate. By the 1990s, how-
ever, molecular analysis revealed that immune system

15 molecules conserved across living crocodilian species
were remarkably similar in structure and behavior.

Intrigued by this puzzle, a post-doctoral research
fellow at the University of Washington named Jamie
Oaks began collecting DNA samples from all 23 living

20 crocodilian species, comparing sections of the genome
where mutations were most likely to have appeared.
Oaks did not find nearly as many differences between
the modern crocodilian genomes as one would expect
had those species diverged all the way back in the Cre-

25 taceous. He concluded that modern crocodilian species
split from their last common ancestor between 8 and
13 million years ago, not long before ancient hominins
split from their last common ancestor with chimpan-
zees. The living fossil theory of crocodiles had overes-

30 timated their evolutionary age by about a factor of 10.

Oaks also noticed something odd about the DNA
samples he had acquired from the iconic Nile croco-
diles (Crocodylus niloticus): they did not match up with
each other. In fact, the variation between them was

35 great enough to suggest that he was looking at two dis-
tinct species. If so, then not only were modern croco-
diles much too young to be living fossils, but they had
also continued to speciate after diverging from their
basal ancestor—something living fossils are not sup-

40 posed to do. On its own, Oaks’ study was intriguing,
but not enough to convince the larger scientific commu-
nity to cleave the Nile crocodile into two species.

Unbeknownst to him, however, a separate team of
scientists was preparing to corroborate his results. In
45 the early 2000s, on an excursion to Chad, the wildlife
conservationist Michael Klemens encountered some
odd little crocodiles in a desert oasis. They were so
docile that he and his companions could swim beside
them without concern. He took a tissue sample from
50 one that had recently perished and sent it to the Ameri-
can Museum of Natural History in New York City,
where Evon Hekkala, an assistant professor at Fordham

University studying crocodilian diversity, sequenced its
genome. When she compared the docile croc’s DNA to

55 other Nile crocodiles, she noticed some rather striking
differences. Could these tame crocs be an entirely dis-
tinct species?

DNA analysis of 123 African crocodiles—as well
as 57 separate samples from museum specimens,
60 including crocodiles mummified in ancient Egypt—
confirmed her suspicion. In a few sections of their
respective genomes, all the mild-mannered crocs would
have one DNA sequence, and all the typical Nile crocs
another. They even had different numbers of chromo-
65 somes. “That made us very confident that there were
actually two different populations and they were not
mixing their DNA,” Hekkala says. The two different
species had diverged between 3 and 6 million years
ago: Crocodylus niloticus in the East and the smaller,
70 less aggressive Crocodylus suchus in the West. The
vast majority of mummified crocodiles were C. suchus,
suggesting that ancient Egyptians had recognized the
difference.

75 helped redraw the map of how crocodilians evolved in

space and time, and conclusively removed them from
the category of living fossils.

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Passage Il

The coastline of Antarctica consists of many ice
shelves (floating 100-1,000 m thick sheets of ice that
extend from a landmass). Many of these ice shelves are
melting, causing them to calve (break off) large pieces
known as icebergs. Four students each explain iceberg
calving.

Student 1

Antarctic ice shelves melt due to the warming of the
air above the surface of the ice during the summer. When
the air temperature increases, the surface ice melts and
water pools. The meltwater moves downward into the ice
shelf, causing fractures to form. The accumulation of many
fractures in the ice over many summers gradually leads to
icebergs calving from an ice shelf.

Student 2

Student 1 is correct that an increase in air temperature
during the summer leads to surface ice melting and water
pooling, causing fractures to form in the ice. However, the
action of the meltwater alone is insufficient to produce
fractures deep enough to cause calving. When the air tem-
perature lowers at the beginning of winter, falling snow
accumulates in the fractures, increasing the pressure on the
ice, eventually causing calving. After a large snowfall,
calving can occur within a few days.

Student 3

Antarctic ice shelves melt only from below. During
the summer, ocean currents circulate water that is just
above freezing into and out of the basal cavity (the area
underneath an ice shelf), causing the ice within the cavity
to melt. For every 0.1°C that the ocean water is above
freezing, the water melts a thickness of 10 m of ice from
the bottom per year. When the ice shelf thickness has been
reduced by at least 50 m, calving occurs.

The warmer water circulated by ocean currents melts
the ice shelf as described by Student 3.

Amphiprion percula, a species of clownfish, are kept
in many home aquariums. Two experiments were con-
ducted to determine how diet and stocking density (number
of fish per liter of seawater, fish/L) affect the specific
growth rate (SGR; percent increase in length per day, per-
cent/day) in A. percula.

Scientists hypothesized that heating tomatoes affects
the concentration of nutrients such as vitamin C and lyco-
pene (a red pigment) in the tomatoes. They conducted
2 experiments to test their hypothesis.

Experiment 1

Two kilograms of a particular variety of raw tomatoes
were sliced and then blended in a food processor until a
homogeneous (uniform) tomato mixture was produced. The
mixture was divided into 4 equal samples (Samples 1-4).

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Passage VI

In a lake, water leaches (dissolves out) soluble organic
compounds from decaying tree leaves, producing dissolved
organic carbon (DOC). DOC is subsequently removed from
the water if it is adsorbed by (becomes adhered to the sur-
face of) clay mineral particles that are suspended in the
water. Three studies done at a lake examined DOC adsorp-
tion by 3 clay minerals—CMI1, CM2, and CM3—found in
the lake’s sediment.

Green leaves were collected from 5 types of trees
around the lake (maple, oak, pine, magnolia, and rhodo-
dendron). A 5L volume of lake water was filtered to
remove all solid particles. The following procedures were
performed for each type of leaf: A 100 g sample of the
leaves was mixed with a 1 L volume of the filtered lake
water. The mixture was then placed in the dark for
10 weeks at 4°C while leaching occurred. At 10 weeks, the
mixture was filtered to remove all solid particles. The
resulting liquid (the leachate) was analyzed for DOC.
